On the twentieth day of the second month of
the second year, the cloud lifted from above
the tabernacle of the Testimony. 12 Then the
Israelites set out from the Desert of Sinai and
traveled from place to place until the cloud
came to rest in the Desert of Paran. 2 They set
out, this first time, at the LORD's command
through Moses. NUMBERS 10:5-6, 11-12

God is with us in this time of transition and He intends it to be a time of
blessing, fruitfulness and growth.



Now Moses said to Hobab son of Reuel the Midiar. Moses' father -in-
law, "We are setting out for the place about whic the LORD said, I
will give it to you."

The First Year students at the Light Project recently
had the task (as part of the FdA course), of producing
an Easter-themed outreach on the streets of Chester. =
The main part of this was a well-known Christian drama i
commonly known as “Lifehouse”, which is essentially
a piece of physical theatre (drama through movement),
put to music, which | directed. This is a very powerful
sketch both in the Christian world and outside of it also, and during the five
performances we gave on the day, many members of the audiences (which
numbered up to thirty for each show), were moved to tears. Following the success
of this, the Light Project came together as a whole and took Lifehouse to Liverpool
for the day, where the same levels of success were achieved.
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Also in Chester, there’s been a lot of drumming going on for me recently. Northgate
Church has held a 12 hour worship and prayer day (09.00-21.00), with various
worship teams replacing each other throughout the day, and one of the Light
Project's employees headed up a worship team to join in with this, with me as one
of two drummers. I'm writing this before the event has actually happened, but if the
rehearsal’s anything to go by, it's gonna be good!

As well as Northgate’s event, you will have heard me give a notice at some point
about the Light Project’s Fundraising event which is coming up very soon (at the
time of writing)! I'm going to be drumming for five hours (along to worship music
played through a laptop), down at the bandstand by the River Dee in Chester
where the Light Project is going to set itself up for the day.

Back in Wrexham, Hairy Feet has recently seen a dramatic improvement: the
rehearsals and structure to creating a play used to be quite formalised, with scripts
being churned out and lines being learnt with very little time to do either! We've
now adopted a new strategy based on improvisation (creating theatre on the spot),
which requires no line-learning or scripts. An example of this could be using the
Parable of the Two Houses. The children will be made aware of the storyline,
characters will be devised with their input (such as Mr Silly and Miss Sensible), and
the improvisation will begin with the director stating the changing situations and
reactions that the characters might have, and the children responding. This is a
strategy which everyone involved with Hairy Feet has really taken to, quite simply
because it makes life easier and more enjoyable for everyone. It also creates a
much more relaxed atmosphere in rehearsals, and more importantly, allows the
children to express themselves even more.

C2 and Catch are going very well too. It's a great privilege to be part of a team that




really does connect with the young people of the com ity. | feel that I've forged
positive relationships with the older lads who come, s h so that it's always a
true joy to have them around.

The Lunch Club | help out with has a similar feeling to it. One gets to know the
regular diners very quickly, conversations are pleasant and forthcoming, and the
food is great..!

Thank you, ChristChurch, for making me feel so welcome and part of church family
with the same ease and indifference you've always borne. It's really great to see
what God is doing in Wrexham and be an active part of it. | wouldn’'t want to be
anywhere else right now!

As
you all may have heard the Light Project have been having problems raising money
to continue with the work they do with young people and the excluded in Chester.

Testimony from Kevin and Anne *

The day Ingrid died (Saturday, 25 July) was the lowest p of my life. | was at the
hospice and | was in pieces; the only thing | can remember thinking was, "No-one
should ever have to go through this." | had no future, nothing.

We had booked to go to Faith Camp, and it started in just one week. Both Rachel

and Tim would be working there, and several close friends encouraged me to go.
During Ingrid's illness, we sent e-mails to friends and family in this country
and overseas, asking them to pray. In the week before Faith Camp, | sent
out a couple of e-mails and, as often happened, there were a few replies,
which was always encouraging; one of these was from a missionary in
Tanzania, assuring us of her prayers for us.

So | went to Faith Camp. Every day, | was meeting with the Lord and he was
encouraging me, challenging me, healing me, restoring me and reassuring me of
his love for me. If | hadn't gone, | am sure that | would have missed something very
significant; and what the Lord did in me that week, would have taken months —
possibly years — if | hadn't been there.

When | came back from Faith Camp, the Lord continued to assure me of his love
as | met with him every day. | sent out another e-mail, thanking people for praying;
a few people replied, including Anne, the missionary friend in Tanzania. Over the
next few days, we exchanged a few e-mails, which was encouraging.

One day in August, while | was praying and worshipping the Lord, he put a
guestion to me: "lt's to do with Anne. Will you honour her and commit yourself to
her, no matter what?" My immediate reaction was, "Lord, | don't even know her —
and you are asking me to do this ?"
Over the last few years, | have learnt that, when God asks something of me,
somehow he always gets his way, eventually; in the past, | have been one of
the worst at saying, "Yes, Lord, but not just yet...."

So, this is what the Lord was asking me do, and this is what | said, out loud, before
him: “Ok, Lord. | will honour Anne and commit myself to her; | will give myself for
her and her alone; | don't know what this is all about, but I'll do it, whatever the
consequences.” | was on the floor, in tears, and, as | got up, | thought, "No-one
else knows, and I'm not going to tell anyone, especially not Anne."

A few days later, | was talking with my parents on the phone when, near the end of
our chat, Dad said to me "Take risks." A few seconds later, he said it again, "Take
risks." Shortly afterwards, we finished our chat, and | thought, "That was Dad telling
me to take risks ?!" Then | realised that it was God, and that faith is spelt r-i-s-k.

Over the next few days, Anne and | exchanged a few more e-mails. | realised that
our friendship was developing into more of a relationship, and | was thinking, "This
can't be happening; this shouldn't be happening!" — but it was.




| knew that | had to tell Anne what God had asked me to do and how | had
responded. | thought, "This should sort things out." So | sent her an e-mail, telling
her what had happened. | could hardly believe her reply: she said that the way in
which the Lord had been speaking with me was how she was feeling.

As our relationship developed, we realised that we needed to share what was
happening with a few close friends, to ask them to pray for us. They were so
positive and encouraging; in some cases, they "knew" beforehand. Some shared
specific prophetic words with us, independently, which coincided; church leaders
spoke into our lives, sometimes without realising it, confirming what God was
doing; the Lord spoke to us through the scriptures and by his Spirit.

When | told my parents; they were delighted: | reminded them of what Dad had
said a few weeks earlier — and Mum said, "He usually tells people to take care!"
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I s asked myself: "What have
| do erve this?" — and then | realise
that it's only by his grace, and | can never
deserve it. All | have done, for the last few
months, is doing what God has asked of me,
when he has asked. It's scary — but I'm not
afraid — because | know that I'm safe in his
hands.
